Liberal Studies (8 or more credits)

All students must complete eight (8) upper-division semester
credits (300-level or higher) from the approved GELS Course
List. Courses marked with an asterisk (*) do not fulfill Liberal
Studies requirements. Liberal Studies courses may overlap with
one or two goal areas.

GELS Electives

Students who have completed the Minnesota Transfer
Curriculum (MnTC) and Liberal Studies requirements may still
need additional credits to bring the total to 48 unduplicated
credits. Any course listed for Goals 1-10 (except for courses
marked with an asterisk [*]) may be used as electives. In
addition, courses listed under the General Education and Liberal
Studies Electives section of the approved GELS Course List may
also be used.

However,
these students must meet the university’s Liberal Studies
requirement. This exemption does not apply to the AS, AAS
or other associate degrees.
